Our Veterinarian, "Dr. Dave” was away for the summer. The clinic was
not able to do much in the way of spay neuter or vaccines, BUT we have
been involved in helping with animal rescue which is what we also do.

This was one of the —
worse cases of Sarcoptic mange that anyone has seen in a long time. At first it was thought maybe they
could save only 4 but it seems with the great care they are getting they may all make it and golden Bone
is now talking about working on adoptions for these little guys. They are probably a shepherd mix. A larg-
er breed of dog for sure. These pups were 12 weeks old as of July 20. If you might be interested in one
or maybe two of these wonderful puppies please contact Golden Bone at 567 -
8994 .Puppies like these won't last long!

Then we rescued Hope, the little puppy that was saved from the side of the
road after a person threw her out the window of a car traveling at 50 miles an
hour. She is in her new home and Morning Starr has already received enough
donations to pay off the initial vet bill but also to pay for her subsequent vac-
cines, microchip and her spay. Thanks to donations from Morning Starr support-
ers. Hope will be spayed when she is ready, probably in September. Her update
4 is that she is growing like crazy and is enjoying her new family! She seems to be
~ able to see and hear. With head injuries you can never tell what might come up
%€ in the future but so far she is doing fine.

» This beautiful boy is Fancy. He is a 2 1/2 yr. old affectionate, healthy cat.

"Healthy," except for Fancy suffers from chronic urinary blockages, and was at
Cornville Pet Clinic, catheterized, sedated and a very sad boy as I anxiously
await the blockages to pass. This is the third time this has happened, the
one before this just three weeks ago. Fancy is a candidate for PU, or
Perineal Urethrostomy surgery. This surgery, although severe, has a 90%
success rate. Which will return Fancy to the playful, loving cat that he was.
Morning Starr Animal Sanctuary has generously offered to preform that sur-
gery at our vet clinic in Cottonwood, for FREE. We want to give Fancy this
chance. This will happen on Sept. 9™. To give to our Act of Kindness fund
which allows us to offer this FREE service to these wonderful animals. Esti-
mated cost for surgical supplies for Fancy are $500. Please give.

Thanks to the Sedona Community Foundation 6rant (2013-2014) for fREE spay neuter
of Pitbull and Pitt mixes, our "Pitty Party” grant, Morning Starr Affordable Spay
Neuter Clinic in collaboration with Red Rose Inspiration for Animals has stopped many
unwanted litters of Pitbull puppies from being born only to diel Here are the stats
from our previous grant!

STATS: 30 female Pitts were spayed for and 35 male Pitts/mixes were neutered. We
spent $4,833 which was the full amount of the grant ($4,500) plus we honored people
who had been waiting on our list for a long time using our spon-
sorship funds. Other costs were $2900.00 paid by MSAS.

We have started the process for another grant for the Pitty
Party from Sedona Community Foundation. We want to continue
to Spay/Neuter Pitbull and Pitt mixes for FREE. It is September
and we are ready to have a full month of weekly spay neuter
clinics so get on the list now if your dog is even a puppy it would
probably take a while to get in so book it now!

People still ask why focus on Pitbulls?

Well these are the facts:

-No other breed is discriminated against more than this one
-No other breed is as likely to end up in an animal shelter
-No other breed is likely to be killed

We also have sponsorship funds that we use for pet owners of other breeds that need
spay/neuter but the owners just do not have the money.
